What is Global Warming? 
Global warming is the long-term heating of Earth’s  
climate system monitored since the pre-industrial  
period (between 1850 and 1900) because of human  
activities, mainly fossil fuel burning, which increases 
heat-trapping greenhouse gas levels in Earth’s  
atmosphere.  
 
Since the pre-industrial period, human activities are  
estimated to have increased Earth’s global average 
temperature by about 1 degree Celsius per decade. It is 
without a doubt that humans have influenced this. 

This graph shows the change in global temperature from 1880 to 

2020.
